Bursa’min ilmi ve irfani ruhunu en giiclii sekilde temsil
eden ve gehirle blitlinlegen tarihi gahsiyetlerimizden
Isméil Hakki Bursevi Osmanl tarihinin en ¢ok eser
miielliflerindendir. Bilyiik bir Osmanl: alimi, mutasav-
vifi ve gairidir. Osmanl ilim, fikir, edebiyat ve irfan
geleneginde kelamu, kalemi ve irsadiyla iz birakan Bur-
sevi, sahsinda tekke ile medreseyi birlestiren, ilmiyle
amil, cok yonlii miistesna bir zattir. Balkanlarda bag-
layan, cesitli cografyalara seyahatleri olan ancak Bur-
sa'ya ikametle neticelenen hayat yolculugunda gegtigi
her beldede iz birakmuig, talebeler yetigtirmis ve g6-
niilleri birlegtirmigtir. Ismail Hakk: Bursevi, tasavvufl
tecrlibeyi ve ilmi birikimini yagadig1 donemin ihtiyac-
larina gdre yogurarak yeniden yorumlamus; eserleriyle
yalmzca Bursa’da degil, genis Osmanli cografyasinda
takip edilmis, tesirleri glinlimiize kadar devam etmig
gelecekte de varligini hissettirecek bir sahsiyettir. Gii-
niimiize ulagan ve bu sergide/kitapta yer alan yazma-
lar, onun ilmf galigmalarinin, sohbet meclislerinin ve
talebe yetigtirme gayretinin canli birer hatirasidir.

2025 yili, 20 Temmuz 1725'te vefat eden Ism4il Hak-
ki Bursevi hazretlerinin vefatinin 300. senesidir. Bu
miinasebetle de Bursa Valiligi olarak 202571 Bursevi
yili olarak kabul ettik cesitli faaliyetler gerceklegtir-
dik, bunlarin bir kismi da 2026’da devam edecektir.
Bursa Inebey Yazma Eser Kiitiiphanemizde Bursa
Valiligi olarak Tiirkiye Yazma Eserler Kurumu (TU-
YEK) Bagkanlifiyla birlikte actigimiz “Balkanlardan
Bursa’ya Hatt-1 Irgad: Isméil Hakki Bursevi Yazma
Eser Sergisi” ve elinizdeki kitabinin onun hatirasini
yagatmak icin gerceklestirdigimiz caligmalar arasinda
zel bir yere sahiptir. Clinkli bu eserde yer alan eser-
ler agirlikli olarak, Bursevinin kendi yazdifi, miiellif

niishas1 olan eserlerdir. Bu husus da ¢ok ¢nemlidir.
Clinkll miiellif niishasi, bir yazmay1 en degil kilan
temel hususiyetidir. Bursevinin bilylik ilmi ve tec-
rlibi birikimin, zengin fikir diinyasinin kaynag: olan
bu yazmalar ayni zamanda, Bursanin ve ¢evresinin
ylizyillara yayilan kiiltlir ve irfan atmosferini yansitan
en gliclli sahitleri arasindadir.

Foreword

For centuries, Bursa has been more than merely a city;
it is an ancient cultural basin where knowledge, wisdom,
art, and historical figures have breathed, lived, produced
works, and disseminated their ideas to the world. It is
the capital of the Ottoman foundation period.

Among the historical figures who most powerfully rep-
resent Bursa’s scholarly and spiritual character and
who closely identified with the city, Ismail Hakk: Bur-
sevl stands out as one of the most prolific authors in
Ottoman history. He was a great Ottoman scholar, Suf,
and poet. Leaving a deep imprint on the Ottoman tradi-
tions of scholarship, thought, literature, and spirituality
through his words, writings, and guidance, Bursevi was
a distinguished and multifaceted figure who unified the
takka and the madrasa in his own person and practiced
what he preached. His life’s journey began in the Bal-
kans; from there he traveled to various regions before
ultimately settling in Bursa. In every land he passed
through, he left his mark, trained disciples, and brought
hearts together. Ismail Hakk: Bursevi reinterpreted Sufi
experience and scholarly knowledge by shaping them in
accordance with the needs of his time; through his works
he exerted influence not only in Bursa but throughout
the vast Ottoman world, and his impact has endured to
the present day. Bursevi is a figure whose presence will
continue to be felt in the future as well. The manuscripts
that have survived to our time and are included in this
exhibition/book are vivid reminders of his scholarly en-
deavors, his circles of sohbet, and his efforts in training
students.

The year 2025 marks the 300" anniversary of the pass-
ing of Ismail Hakk: Bursevi, who died on 20 July 1725.
For this reason, as the Governorship of Bursa, we have
designated 2025 as the “Year of Bursevl” and have car-
ried out various activities, which will continue into 2026.
Among the projects undertaken to preserve his memory,
the exhibition “From the Balkans to Bursa: The Line of
Guidance: Ismail Hakki Bursevi Manuscripts Exhibition”
jointly organized at our Bursa Inebey Manuscript Library

by the Governorship of Bursa and the Manuscript Insti-
tution of Tiirkiye (TUYEK), together with the accompa-
nying book you now hold, occupies a special place. This is
because the manuscripts featured in this volume consist
predominantly of manuscripts written by Bursevi him-
self —authorial copies— which is of great significance.
For the author’s own copy is what makes a manuscript
most valuable. These manuscripts, which constitute the
source of BursevTs great scholarly and experiential ac-
cumulation and his rich intellectual world, also stand
among the strongest witnesses to the centuries-old cul-
tural and spiritual atmosphere of Bursa and its environs.
For readers, these works offer a window not only into the
thinker’s world, but also into the spiritual depth, sources,
and traditions of an entire civilization.

This project, while carrying Bursevis legacy into the
present, also aims to make visible once again the tradi-
tion of spiritual wisdom that Bursa and its surrounding
region have sustained for centuries. Each manuscript
presented here is a precious heritage that conveys the
culture of this spiritually rich geography into the future.

The preparation of the exhibition and book “The Line
of Guidance from the Balkans to Bursa: Ismail Hakki
Bursevi Manuscript Exhibition” is a fine example of in-
ter-institutional cooperation. I extend my gratitude to

IsméAil Hakki Bursevi (1653-20 Temmuz 1725), Osmanl ilim
ve irfan tarihinin en velud miielliflerinden biridir. Tarihi-
mizde derin izler birakmis; tesiri hem kendi ¢agim agmig
hem de genis bir cografyaya yayilmig biiyiik bir dlim, mu-
tasavvif, miifessir, miitefekkir ve gairdir. Hakkinda yapilan
aragtirmalarda kendisine 120’den fazla eser nispet edilmek-
tedir. Bu eserlerin bir kisminin ismi bilinse de niishalar:
heniiz tespit edilememistir. Bu sergi miinasebetiyle Tiir-
kiye Yazma Eserler Kurumu (TUYEK) Bagkanhina bagh
kiitiiphane koleksiyonlarinda yapilan ayrintili taramalar,
Bursevnin eser sayisinin bilinen listenin {izerinde oldu-
gunu gostermekte; kaynaklarda adina isaret edilen fakat
varlifindan haberdar olunmayan yeni eser niishalar1 tespit
edilmektedir. Caligmalar tamamlandiginda, daha kapsaml
bir Bursevi eserleri listesi ortaya ¢tkacaktir. Onun 72 yillik
omriind, cocukluk, talebelik ve irgad faaliyetleriyle birlikte
diistindliglimiizde, bu kadar ¢ok eser yazmasi bile ¢aligkan-
liginin, ilm? gayretinin ve iiretkenliginin seviyesini gdster-
meye yeterlidir.

Bursevi, tefsir, hadis, fikih, akaid, tasavvuf ve dil alanlarin-
daki teliflerinin yam sira vaaz mecmualary, risaleler, gerhler,
varidat ve mektuplar, Mesnevi ve Muhammediyye serhle-
ri, Pendndme ve diger klasik metinlere yazdif1 aciklama-
lar ve istinsahlariyla biiyiik bir kiilliyat ortaya koymustur.
Hayatina, eserlerine ve hizmetlerine baktifimizda, dergah
ile medreseyi, gazd meydam ile kiirstiyli sahsinda mecze-
den bir mutasavvif olarak toplumun temel meseleleriyle
yakindan ilgilendigini, en {ist diizey idarecilerden ulemaya
ve sade vatandaga kadar farkli kesimler tizerinde etkili ol-
dugunu gériiyoruz. Aydos’tan Uskﬁp’e, Kopriilitden Sam’a,
Mekke ve Medine’den Uskiidar ve Bursa’ya uzanan hayat
yolculugunda gittigi her yerde, kitaplari, talebeleri, dostlar1
ve gbniildaglariyla kalici izler birakmustir.

THE LINE OF GUIDANCE FROM THE BALKANS TO BURSA

ISMAIL HAKKI BURSEVI

Cogkun Yilmaz*

Ismail Hakk: Bursevi (1653-20 July 1725) is among the most
prolific authors of Ottoman scholarly and spiritual history.
He is a towering scholar, Sufi, exegete, thinker, and poet
whose influence left deep traces in our intellectual tradition,
extended far beyond his own time, and spread across a vast
geography. Modern research attributes more than 120 works
to him; although the titles of some have survived, their man-
uscript copies have yet to be identified. Detailed examina-
tions carried out within the manuscript collections affiliated
with the Manuscript Institution of Tiirkiye (TUYEK) on the
occasion of this exhibition demonstrate that the actual num-
ber of Bursevl's works exceeds the known list; several man-
uscripts mentioned in biographical sources—but previously
unknown—have now been identified. Once these studies
are completed, a more comprehensive corpus of Bursevl’s
writings will come to light. Considering his seventy-two-year
life—including his childhood, years of study, and decades of
guidance—it is evident that even producing this extraordi-
nary number of works alone testifies to his diligence, intel-
lectual ambition, and remarkable productivity. *

In addition to his writings on Qur’anic exegesis, hadith, ju-
risprudence, creed, Sufism, and language, Bursevi produced
sermon collections, treatises, commentaries, spiritual note-
books (waridat), letters, commentaries on the Mathnawl
and Muhammadiyya, explanations on the Pandndme and
other classical works, as well as manuscript copies of impor-
tant texts—forming a vast literary and spiritual legacy. His
life, works, and service reveal a scholar-mystic who united in
his person the lodge and the madrasa, the battlefield and the
pulpit. He engaged deeply with society’s essential concerns
and exerted influence over a wide spectrum of people—from
statesmen and scholars to ordinary citizens. From Aydos to
Uskiip (Skopje), from Kopriilii to Damascus, from Makkah
and Madina to Uskiidar and Bursa, he left lasting marks in
every place he visited through his books, students, compan-
ions, and spiritual community. Following the path of Hiidaj,
he embraced the school of Ibn al-‘Arabi and upheld the Ak-
bari tradition.

To understand BursevTs intellectual world and scholarly
identity, not only his authored works but also the manu-
scripts he copied and the sources he studied are of great im-
portance. The texts he personally reproduced reflect his in-
terests, circles of reading, and intellectual landscape. Among
the works he copied are Kemalpagazade’s (d. 940/1534) Sharh
al-Ahadith al-Avba‘mn, ‘Aziz Mahmud HiidaTs (d. 1038/1628)
Najatw’l-Gharig frl-Jam* wa’t-Tafrig, Birgivi's (d. 981/1573)
Wasiyyatnama, Yazicizade’s (d. after 870/1466) Muham-
madiyya, Molla Jam7s (d. 898/1492) al-Durra al-Fakhira,
Atpazarl Osman Fazli’s (d. 1102/1601) Mir'at al-Asvar al-Ir-
fam, Ibn al-"ArabTs (d. 638/1240) ‘Anqa Mughrib fi Ma‘rifat
Khatm al-Awliy@ and Shams al-Maghrib, and the Egyptian
Sufi GamTs (d. 9o5/1500) Risalat Hall al-Tilasm wa-Kashf
al-Sirr al-Mubham.

Among the books he studied were Ibn al-Hajib’s (d. 646/1249)
al-Shafiya and al-Kafiya, Ibrahim al-Halabls (d. 956/1549)
Multaqa al-Abhur; Sharh-i Ramadan, Hayall Celebr’s Hashi-
yo; Sa‘d al-Din al-Teftazants (d. 791/1389) Sharh al-‘Aqd’id
and al-Mutawwal, SakkakTs (d. 626/1299) Miftah al-Ulam;
Ibn Malak’s (d. 797/1394-95) Sharh al-Mandy; BaydawTs (d.
685/1286) Anwar al-Tanzil, Sadr al-Shari‘a’s (d. 747/1346)
al-Tangih; the Diwan of Hafiz (d. 792/1390); Sa‘di-yi Shirazr's
(d. 691/1292) Bostan and Gulistan along with their commen-
taries; Molla JamTs (d. 898/1492) Bahadristan; Ibn Kemal’s (d.
940/1534) Nigaristan; Mawlana’s (d. 672/1273) Mathnaw? and
Fihi ma Fih; Husayn al-Kashiff's Quran commentary; and the
diwans of Zahir al-Faryabi, Hakim al-Anwari, Kamal al-Khu-
jandi, and Mawlana Jami. His deep engagement with the
works of Rimy, Ibn al-‘Arabi, and other great mystics—both
through copying and intensive reading—allows us to better
evaluate his place, orientation, and intellectual heritage within
both the Sufi and classical Islamic scholarly traditions.

Undoubtedly, our most important source for understanding
Ismatl Hakk: BursevTs intellectual world is his own authored
works. Among them, Rith al-Bayan fT Tafsir al-Qur’dn holds
a unique place due to its scale, content, and enduring im-
pact. Written during his preaching and guidance activities
and completed through many years of dedicated labour, this




tefsir, Kur’an’i hem ilim ehlinin meclislerine hem de genis
halk kesimlerinin diinyasina tagiyan temel eserlerden bi-
ridir. Bursa Inebey Yazma Eser Kiitliphanesinde miiellif
hattiyla on alti defter halinde muhafaza edilen niishanin,
Bursevi Yili vesilesiyle Bagkanligimiz tarafindan sirl sa-
yida tipkibasim olarak negredilecek olmasi, tefsir tarihimiz
ve yazma eser killtlirlimiiz agisindan nemli bir kilometre
tagidir.

Inancimiz odur ki Bursevi Yilrnin gelecek
asirlara intikal edecek en Onemli hatiralarindan biri de, si-
nirh sayida da olsa, Rihw’l-Beyan fi Tefsiri’l-Kur’dn’in bu
tipkibasimi olacaktir.

Ismail Hakki Bursevinin vefatinin 300. yili miinasebetiyle
hazirladifimiz “Balkanlardan Bursa’'ya Hatt-1 Irgad: Ismaéil
Hakk: Bursevil Yazma Eser Sergisi” kitabinda; Bursevinin
miiellif niishalari, kendi el yazisiyla kaleme aldig: tefsirler,
serhler, vaaz mecmualari ve tasavvufl risaleler, istinsah
ettigi eserler, siirleri, biyografisine dair yazmalar, hocalari-
nin ve halifelerinin eserleri, birbirini tamamlayan halkalar
olarak yer almaktadir. Bu yazmalar, yalmzca IsmAil Hakk:

Halifelerinin eserlerine de
yer verilerek, yalnizca Bursevnin ilm? derinligine degil, ta-
lebelerinin ufkuna ve bu ufka ytn veren rehberlik cizgisine
de igaret edilmigtir. Boylelikle, bir miiellif portresinin &tesi-
ne gecilerek bir silsilenin, bir ilmf ¢evrenin ve takipgilerinin
birlikte okunmasina imkan saglanmigtir.

Vefat yil dénlimiinde, 20 Temmuz 2025te, Stiley-
maniye Yazma Eser Kiitliphanesinde Bursevinin bazi eser-
lerinin de sergilendigi miitevazi bir anma programi ger-
ceklestirildi. Bursevi Yilr'nin en 6nemli faaliyetlerinden biri
ise, kirk senesini Bursevl’nin eserlerini tetkik ve istinsaha
hasreden Seyyid el-Hic Mahm{id Nésih el-Istanbulfnin (&.
1320/1902) Bursevinin siir ve mensur metinlerinden olugan

Stibhatti’s-Salikin’inin (2 cilt, 2124 sayfa, haz. Murat Yurtse-
ver) nesridir. Bu eserin nesrini de Bursa Valilifimizle birlik-
te Bursa'da gerceklegtirdik. TUYEK, 2019’'da Bursevinin Os-
manh tasavvufu ve diiglincesi agisindan dnemli bir kaynak
olan Kitdbti’'n-Netice adli eserini (haz. Ali Namli), 2020'de
ise Bursevinin 1103/1692’ye kadar olan hayatini ayrintil
sekilde anlatan otobiyografik eseri Tamdmii’l-Fey'i (haz.
Ramazan Muslu - Ali Namli) yayimlamigtir.

TUYEK olarak, yazma eserlerimizi yalmzca depolarda ko-
runmasi gereken yahut vitrinlerde sergilenen tarihl nes-
neler olarak degil; bugiin de okunabilen, lizerinde caligila-
bilen, yeni nesilleri besleyen, toplumun farkl kesimleriyle
bulugan canh bilgi ve hikmet kaynaklar1 olarak goriiyoruz.
Bursevi ve eserleri etrafinda hazirlanan bu sergi ve katalog
da bu anlayigin somut bir tezahiiridiir. Okuyucular ve zi-
yaretciler, bu sayfalar ve varaklar arasinda dolasirken yal-
nizca bir miiellifi, bliylik bir Osmanl: miifessiri, mutasavvifi
ve gairini tamimakla kalmayacak; tekke ile medresenin, ge-
hir ile dergahin, sefer ile sohbetin i¢ ice gectigi bir medeni-
yetin kapilarini da aralama imkan: bulacaktir.

Bursevi Yili vesilesiyle hazirlanan bu caligma, TUYEK’in
bugline kadar gerceklestirdigi yazma eser negri, sergi, res-
torasyon ve dijitallestirme faaliyetleri cercevesinde ortak
hafizamizi ihya yolundaki faaliyetlerinin devamidir. Bu
sergi, ilgilisine Bursevinin ¢ok sayidaki miiellif niishasini,
belki de bir daha bir arada gérme imkani bulamayacakla-
r1 bir ortam sunmaktadir. Sergimizin, Bursevinin sahsiyla
biitlinlegen ve ismiyle anildig1 Bursa’da agilmas: son derece
anlamhidir. Hem Bursa hem de Bursevi agisindan bu sergi
ve katalog, miithim bir vefa ve irfan vesikasidur.

Vefatimin 300. sene-i devriyesinde Ismail Hakk: Bursev?yi
rahmet ve hiirmetle yad ediyor, medeniyetimizin temel
kaynaklarina hiirmeti ve IsmAil Hakki Bursevi ¢aligmala-
rimiza destegi icin Bursa Valimiz Erol Ayyildiz’a géniilden
tegekkiir ediyorum. Yazilariyla kitabimiza katkida bulunan
Bilal Kemikli ve Ali Namlr'ya; Sergimizin acilmasi igin gay-
retle caligan Bursa Il Kiiltlir ve Turizm Midiiriimiiz Ka-
mil Ozer’e; Daire Bagkanlarimiz Ekrem Aytar ve Necmettin
Azak’a; Bolge Miidiirlimtiiz Salih Sahin’e; Inebey Yazma Eser
Kiitliphanesi Mildiirli Mustafa Beyaz’a; yazma eser uzman-
larimiz Osman Bag ve Ahmet Cinar’a restoratdriimiiz Be-
nan Tagldag’a, sergi ile katalog hazirliklarinda emeklerini
esirgemeyen biitiin mesai arkadaglarima ve Bursa Valiligi
mensuplarina tegekkiir ediyorum.
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Sufi commentary is one of the essential works that brought
the Quran to both scholarly circles and wider society. The
autograph manuscript, preserved in sixteen volumes at the
Bursa Inebey Manuscript Library, is being published in a
limited facsimile edition by our Institution on the occasion
of the Bursevi Year—an important milestone for the histo-
ry of Qur’anic exegesis and manuscript culture. This monu-
mental edition, now in its final stages of preparation, will be
published in collaboration with the Governorship of Bursa
to commemorate the 300" anniversary of BursevT’s passing,
along with a special foreword written by the President of the
Republic of Ttirkiye, His Excellency Recep Tayyip Erdogan.
We firmly believe that—among the enduring legacies of the
Bursevi Year—this limited facsimile of Rah al-Baydn will
hold a distinguished place.

In preparing this exhibition volume, The Line of Guidance
From the Balkans to Bursa: Ismail Hakk: Bursevi, prepared
on the occasion of the 300" anniversary of Ismail Hakk: Bur-
sevl’s passing, we have brought together the author’s auto-
graph manuscripts, his commentaries, sermons, Sufi treatis-
es written in his own hand, the works he copied, his poetry,
biographies, manuscripts related to his teachers and suc-
cessors—each forming a complementary link in the chain.
These manuscripts not only illuminate the life of Ismail Hak-
ki Bursevi but also convey to our day the language, sensi-
bility, intellectual world, and spiritual quest of an entire era.

In our exhibition, BursevTs training under his spiritual mas-
ter Atpazarl Osman Fazli Efendi—in jurisprudence, theology,
rhetoric, and inheritance law—his preaching and guidance
activities in Uskiip (Skopje), Kopriilli, Istanbul, and Bursa,
and the husn-i khatt he studied from the great calligrapher
Hafiz Osman, a master of the aglam al-sitta, are all made
visible through the displayed manuscripts. By including the
works of his spiritual heirs, we highlight not only Bursevi’s
scholarly depth but also the horizons of his disciples and the
guiding role he played in shaping them. Thus, beyond a mere
author portrait, the exhibition offers a reading of a chain of
transmission, a scholarly milieu, and its inheritors.

TUYEK’s commemorative efforts for the 300" anniversary
of Ismail Hakki BursevTs passing extend beyond this exhibi-
tion. On the date of his passing, 20 July 2025, a modest me-
morial program was held at the Siileymaniye Manuscript Li-
brary, where several of his works were also displayed. One of
the major undertakings of the Bursevi Year is the publication
of Subhat al-Salikin (2 vols., 2124 pages, ed. Murat Yurtsev-
er), compiled by Seyyid al-H&jj Mahmad Nasih al-Istanbull
(d. 1320/1902), who devoted forty years to studying and cop-

ying BursevTs works. This publication was also realised in
collaboration with the Governorship of Bursa. TUYEK pre-
viously published Bursevi’s Kitab al-Natijah (ed. Ali Nam-
I1) in 2019—an important source for Ottoman Sufism and
thought—and in 2020 his autobiographical work Tamam
al-Fayz (ed. Ramazan Muslu & Ali Namlr), which provides a
detailed account of his life up to 1103/1692.

As TUYEK, we do not regard our manuscript heritage mere-
ly as historical objects to be preserved in storage or dis-
played in vitrines; rather, we see them as living sources of
knowledge and wisdom—resources that can still be read,
studied, and that nourish new generations and engage with
different segments of society. This exhibition and catalogue
centred around Bursev and his works is a concrete manifes-
tation of this vision. As readers and visitors journey through
these pages and folios, they will not only encounter a distin-
guished author, an Ottoman exegete, Sufi, and poet, but also
gain access to a civilisation in which the lodge and the ma-
drasa, the city and the spiritual retreat, travel and discourse,
intertwined in a single cultural fabric.

Prepared on the occasion of the Bursevi Year, this work con-
tinues TUYEK’s efforts to revive our shared historical mem-
ory through manuscript publication, exhibitions, restoration,
and digitisation projects. This exhibition offers enthusiasts the
rare opportunity to see together many of BursevTs autograph
manuscripts—an experience that may not be possible again.
It is especially meaningful that the exhibition opens in Bursa,
the city so closely associated with Bursevl's name and legacy.
For both Bursa and Bursevi, this exhibition and catalogue con-
stitute a significant testament of gratitude and scholarship.

On the 300" anniversary of his passing, we remember Ismail
Hakki Bursevi with mercy and respect. I extend my heartfelt
thanks to the Governor of Bursa, Mr Erol Ayyildiz, for his re-
spect toward the foundational sources of our civilisation and
his support for our work on Ismail Hakki Bursevi; to Profes-
sors Bilal Kemikli and Ali Naml for their contributions to
this volume; to our Bursa Provincial Director of Culture and
Tourism, Kamil Ozer, for his dedicated efforts in opening the
exhibition; to our Department Heads Ekrem Aytar and Nec-
mettin Azak; to our Regional Director Salih $ahin; to Musta-
fa Beyaz, Director of the Inebey Manuscript Library; to our
manuscript specialists Osman Bag and Ahmet Cinar; to our
restorer Benan Taghdag; to all my colleagues who contribut-
ed to the preparation of the exhibition and the catalogue; and
to the staff of the Governorship of Bursa.

Mutasavvif, seyh, alim, miifessir, garih, edib, sair,
vaiz, hattat ve miicahid-gazi gibi bircok unvani gah-
sinda toplayan IsméAil Hakk: Bursevi, XVIL yiizyiin
ikinci yarsi ile XVIIL ylizyihn ilk ¢eyreginde yaga-
mug, eserlerinin sayisi ve hacmi bakimindan Osman-
li ilim ve irfan diinyasinin en vel(id miielliflerinden
biri olarak tanminmugtir. Buglinkli Bulgaristan sinir-
lan1 icindeki Aydos’ta dogmus, hayatinin dnemli bir
kismini Bursa'da gegirdigi ve orada vefat ettigi icin
“Bursevl” nisbesiyle meghur olmusgtur. Ailesi Is-
tanbul Aksaray’dan Aydosa go¢miis, ¢cocuklugunda
hem ilmi hem tasavvufl cevrelerle i¢ ice bliylimiis-
tiir.

Bursevi, tekkede yetismis olmakla birlikte klasik
medrese egitimine uygun olarak sarf, nahiv, man-
tik, fikih, kelam, belagat ve tefsir bagta olmak tizere
z&hir! ilimlerde derinlegmis; Edirne ve Istanbulda
donemin 6nemli hocalarindan ders almigtir. Bu sii-
recte Ibniyl-HAcib’in eg-Sdfiye ve el-Kdfiye'sini ez-
berlemis, Ibrahim el-Haleb?nin Miiltekd@’l-Ebh{ir’u-
nu, Teftdzantnin Serhu’l-Akdid’ini, beyan ve maani
ilimlerine dair eserleri ve Beyzavinin Envarii’t-Ten-
2il'inin 6nemli bir kismini okumustur. Ayni zamanda
Fars ve Arap edebiyati gelenegine vakif olmus; Sa‘di,
Cami, Mevlana ve diger klasik listatlarin eserlerini
miitalaa etmigtir. Bu yogun egitim, onu sadece bir
tekke seyhi degil, ayni: zamanda medrese seviyesin-
de sbz sahibi bir ilim adami héline getirmis; boylece
hem ilim hem irfan kanadin: tagiyan “zii’l-cendaheyn”
bir gahsiyet olarak temayliz etmigtir.

Tasavvufi terbiyesini ise Celvetiyye tarikatinin bii-
yiik seyhlerinden Atpazarl Osman Fazli Efendinin
yaninda tamamlamugtir. Seyhinin dergahinda hem
hizmet hem zikir hem de ilimle i¢ ice yetigmis, hal-
vet, riyazet ve i¢ disiplinle olgunlagmigtir. Celvetiyye
silsilesi, Usktidar merkezli Aziz Mahm{d Hiiday1 ge-
lenegi lizerinden Istanbul’un ilm? ve manevi hayatin-
da 6nemli bir yer iggal etmekteydi. Ismail Hakk: da
bu yolun en gliclli temsilcilerinden biri olarak kabul
edilir. Tasavvufi diiglince bakimindan seyhi Osman
Fazll Efendi gibi Ekberiyye gelenegine bagli olan Bur-
sevi, Ozellikle Ibni’l-Arabl ve Sadreddin Konevinin
gortig ve diiglincelerini Osmanl toplumunda yayan,
yorumlayan ve gerh eden &nemli isimlerden biridir.

Seyhi tarafindan halife ve vAiz olarak &nce Uskiipe
gonderilmis; burada kurdugu ders halkalari, tekke
sohbetleri, Meddah, Muradiye ve bagka camilerde
verdigi vaazlar ile kisa siirede genig bir tesir alam
olusturmustur. Buna karsilik, sehirde grdiigli baz:
yanls uygulamalari, haksizliklar1 ve usulsiizliikle-
ri vaazlarinda agik¢a elegtirmesi yer yer gerilimlere
yol a¢misg; bazi ¢evrelerin muhalefetiyle kargilagmus,
hasimlan sik8yetlerini Istanbul’a kadar ulagtirmusgtir.
Seyhi Osman Fazli Efendi bu slirtligmeyi sona er-
dirmek tizere Ismail Hakkry1 Uskiip yakinlarindaki
Kopriilitye, bir miiddet sonra da halkinin talebi {ize-
rine Ustrumca’ya gondermigtir.

Ismail Hakkrmn 1685’te seyhinin halifesi olarak Bur-
sa’ya yerlegmesi, hayatinda ¢nemli bir déniim nok-
tas1 olmustur.

Ismail Hakk: Bursevi, a figure with a wide array of
titles like Sufi, shaykh, scholar, exegete, commentator,
literary figure, poet, preacher, calligrapher, warrior
and veteran, lived between the second half of the 17"
century and the first quarter of the 18" century. With
a significant number and volume of writings, he is rec-
ognized as one of the most productive authors within
Ottoman knowledge and philosophy. Born in Aydos,
an area within the present-day borders of Bulgaria, he
spent a significant portion of his life in Bursa, where
he died, resulted in his nickname “Bursevi” After his
family migrated to Aydos from Aksaray, Istanbul, he
spent his childhood years immersed in both academ-
ic and Sufi circles. From an early age, he acquired
knowledge of the Quran and foundational religious
sciences, and his scientific and Sufi character was sig-
nificantly shaped by Celvet? shaykh Atpazarl Osman
Fazli Efendi, whom he revered from childhood.

Although trained in a dervish lodge, Bursevi also
deepened his knowledge of the exoteric sciences, in
accordance with the traditional madrasa education,
particularly sarf, nahiv, logic, figh, theology, rhetoric,
and exegesis. He studied under prominent scholars
of the period in Edirne and Istanbul. During this
period, he memorized Ibn al-H&jib’s al-Shafiya and
al-Kafiya and studied Ibrahim al-Halab?s Multaqa
al-Abhur, al-Taftazants Sharh al-Aqadid, as well as
some works on the sciences of beydn and me‘ani, and
a significant portion of al-BaydawTs Anwar al-Tanzil.
In addition, he familiarized himself with Persian and
Arabic literary heritage by examining the writings of
Sa‘di, Jami, Rumi, and other prominent classical au-
thors. This intensive training not only made him a
lodge shaykh but also a respected scholar in madra-
sas; thus, he emerged as a “dhu’l-janahayn” person-
ality who possessed both knowledge and wisdom.

He received his Sufi education from Atpazari Os-
man Fazll Efendi, who was among the leading
shaykhs of the Celvetiyye sect. His development at
the lodge was shaped by a combination of service,
dhikr, and study, with his maturity being cultivat-
ed through periods of seclusion, abstinence, and
self-discipline. The Celvetiyye lineage, of which he
was considered a highly influential agent, derived
from Aziz Mahmud HildayTs tradition in Uskiidar
and maintained a significant presence in Istanbul’s
academic and religious spheres. Adhered to the
Akbariyya tradition of Sufi thought, much like his
shaykh Osman Fazli Efendi, Bursevi emerged as one
of the most significant individuals in Ottoman so-
ciety for his work in disseminating, explaining, and
commenting on the perspectives and concepts of
Ibn ‘Arabi and Sadreddin Konevi.

His shaykh initially dispatched him to Skopje to
serve as both caliph and preacher. Through his
teaching circles, dervish lodge debates, and sermons
delivered at mosques like Meddah and Muradiye, he
rapidly built extensive influence. Nevertheless, the
public disapproval he voiced in his sermons regard-
ing various wrongdoings, injustices, and irregulari-
ties he witnessed in the city sometimes caused ten-
sion, leading to opposition from certain groups who
even sent their complaints to Istanbul. To resolve
this conflict, Seyh Osman Fazli Efendi sent Ismail
Hakk: to K&priilli, near Skopje, and later, at the re-
quest of his people, to Strumica.

Ismail Hakkr's settlement in Bursa as his shaykh’s
caliph in 1685 marked a significant turning point in
his life. During his early years in Bursa, he encoun-
tered considerable financial struggles, compelling
him to sell some of his belongings and books. The
detailed Qur’anic expositions he presented in his ser-
mons at the Ulucami, and the celebrated exegesis he
authored, Rah al-Bayan, stimulated his reputation
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almasi ona olan ilgiyi artirmug, sShretinin Anado-
lwdan Balkanlar’a, Sam’dan Misir ve Hicaz’a kadar
genis bir sahaya yayilmasini saglamigtir.

Bursevi, II. Mustafa devrinde Sadrazam Elmas Meh-
med Paganmin davetiyle 1695 ve 1696 yillarindaki
Avusturya seferlerine katilarak orduya vaaz ve nasi-
hatlarda bulunmus, bizzat cephede yer almisg, savag-
larda aldif1 yaralar sebebiyle yillarca stiren sikintilar
cekmigtir. Onun bu y&nii, sadece bir “tekke geyhi”
degil, ayni zamanda gazad meydanlarinda askerle bir-
likte bulunan, dinf ve manevi motivasyonu giiclendi-
ren bir “miicahid-gazi” olarak da anilmasina sebep
olmustur. 1700 ve 1710 yillarinda gerceklestirdigi iki
hac yolculugunda ise $am, Misir ve Hicaz'in ilim ve
tasavvuf cevreleriyle yakindan temas kurmusg; Kahi-
rede, Sam’'da ve Haremeyn'de verdigi ders ve soh-
betler, yazdig: risdleler ve biraktif1 icazetnamelerle
Osmanli cografyas1 digindaki cevrelerde de tammr
hale gelmistir.

Hayatinin ilerleyen safhasinda Tekirdag, Sam ve
Uskiidarda belli siirelerle ikamet etmig; Ozellikle
Sam’da ve Uskiidarda bulundugu yillar, telif agisin-
dan son derece verimli bir ddnem olmustur.

Sam’da ve Kopriilitde bulundugu siralarda kendi-
sine teklif edilen miiftiiliik vazifesini geyhini uygun
gdrmemesi lizerine kabul etmemigtir. Uskiidarda
ikamet ettigi zaman Ahmediye Camiinde verdigi va-
azlarinda vahdet-i viic(id konularina temas etmesi,
bazi gevreler tarafindan yanlg anlagilmig ve hakkin-
da cesitli ithamlar glindeme gelmigse de, lehinde ve-
rilen gliclli gahitlikler sebebiyle bu iddialar gecersiz
kalmigtir. Yine de o, dligmanlik ve yanhg anlamalarla
oriilll bir ortamda kalmay: “Gmiir israfi” sayarak ye-
niden Bursa’ya donmeyi tercih etmistir.

Bursa’ya son doniiglinde kitaplarini tekkesine vak-
fetmis, ev esyasin varisleri arasinda taksim etmis,
sahip oldugu mali imkanlarin onemli bir kismi-
ni hem tekkesinin yenilenmesine hem de “Cami-i
Muhammed?” adini verdigi ve r{th-1 Nebl'ye ithaf
ettifi caminin ingasina sarf etmigtir. Omriintin son
yillarini, daha ¢ok yazmaya, talebe yetigtirmeye ve

sinirll sayida camide vaaz vermeye ayirmig; 9 Zil-
kade 1137/20 Temmuz 1725 tarihinde Bursa’da vefat
etmigtir. Kabri, buglin de ziyaret edilen bir merkez
olarak, Tuzpazar: semtindeki kendi yaptirdig1 cami-
nin kible tarafinda bulunmaktadir. Hayat: boyunca
birkag evlilik yapmis, ¢cok sayida cocugu olmus, fakat
bunlarin ¢ogu kiiclik yagta vefat etmigtir. Tahsilini
ve siilGkiin{i babasindan tamamlayan oglu Mehmed
Bahdeddin Efendi babasindan sonra yerine postnigin
olmus, bir yil sonra geng yagta vefat etmigtir. Bur-
sevinin nesli devam etmedigi icin Bursa'da inga et-
tirdigi dergahta vekaleten seyh olanlar diginda Meh-
med Hikmet] Efendi’nin soyundan gelenler postnigin
olmusglardir.

Bursevi, kendi ifadesiyle “Hak Tedld bu kulunu
kitabetle miibtela etmistir” diyerek telif faaliyetini il-
ham? bir ltituf ve ayni zamanda bir sorumluluk olarak
gorlir. Vefatina yakin kaleme aldigy Kitdbii'n-Neti-
ce’de, isimlerini tek tek saydig1 eserlerinin yani sira
ylzden fazla kitap ve risdlesi bulundugunu, bunla-
rin ¢ogunun tasavvufa dair oldugunu sdyler. Bugiin
elimizdeki veriler, irili ufakl yaklasik yliz yirmi eser
kaleme aldigini gOstermektedir. Eserlerinin biiyiik
kismi Tilrkge, yaklagik kirk kadari Arapgadir; bazi
metinlerinde her iki dili birlikte kullanmug, yer yer
Farsga manzum ve mensur pasajlara da yer vermis-
tir. Bilhassa Tiirkce kaleme aldif eserlerde, Arap-
¢a bilmeyen okuyucularin da istifadesini gtzeterek
sade ve anlasilir bir dil tercih ettigini &zellikle belir-
tir. Boylece tasavvufl kavramlari, sadece dar bir s{ifl
cevreye degil, genis bir Osmanl okuyucu kitlesine
ulagtirmay1 amagclamigtir.

Onun en meghur eseri, yillar stiren Ulucami va-
azlarinin mahsulli olan tasavvufi/isarl tefsiri Ri-
huw’l-Beyén fi Tefstri’l-Kur’dn’dir. Bu eser, cogu za-
man tasavvufl tefsirler arasinda zikredilmekle birlik-
te, rivayet ve dirdyet tefsirinin &zelliklerini de igin-
de barindirir; dyetleri dil, kiraat farkliliklari, sebeb-i
ntiz{il rivayetleri, hadisler, fikhi ¢ikarimlar ve kelami
tartigmalar egliginde ele alir. Ayni zamanda kissalar,
hikayeler, menkibeler, siirler ve tasavvufl yorumlarla
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substantially, leading to his fame reaching extensive-
ly across regions like Anatolia, the Balkans, Damas-
cus, Egypt, and the Hijaz.

During the era of Mustafa II, Bursevi was invited by
Grand Vizier Elmas Mehmed Paga to take part in the
1695 and 1696 Austrian campaigns, where he provid-
ed sermons and counsel to the army. He was present
on the battlefields, and the wounds he acquired dur-
ing the wars resulted in prolonged difficulties for him.
This quality earned him the reputation not only as a
“shaykh of the lodge” but also as a “mujahid-ghazi”
(warrior-veteran) who accompanied the soldiers on
the battlefields and strengthened their religious and
spiritual drive. He developed strong connections with
academic and Sufi groups in Damascus, Egypt, and
the Hijaz through two pilgrimages he made in 1700
and 1710. His fame extended beyond the Ottoman
Empire due to the lectures and sermons he delivered
in Cairo, Damascus, and the Harameyn, the treatises
he authored, and the diplomas he conferred.

During the later stages of his life, he resided for cer-
tain periods in Tekirdag, Damascus and Uskiidar; his
time in Damascus and Uskiidar especially yielded a
great deal of writing.

He declined the position of mufti offered to him in
Kopriily, and later in Damascus, due to his shaykh’s
disapproval during his lifetime. His sermons at the
Ahmediye Mosque while residing in Uskiidar, which
focused on the subject of unity of being, were mis-
understood in some circles, leading to accusations
against him. However, these claims were overturned
due to the compelling testimony given in his favor.
He ultimately chose to return to Bursa, believing
that staying in an environment full of animosity and
incomprehension would be a “waste of life.”

After his last return to Bursa, he donated his books
to his lodge, divided his household possessions
among his heirs, and dedicated a substantial part
of his financial resources to improving his lodge
and constructing a mosque, named “Cami-i Mu-
hammed?”, to commemorate the Prophet. He de-
voted the final years of his life primarily to writing,
educating students, and giving religious talks in
a restricted number of mosques. He passed away
in Bursa on 9 Dhu al-Qa‘dah 1137 (July 20, 1725).

Situated on the gibla side of the mosque he built in
the Tuzpazar: district, his tomb continues to attract
many visitors. He married several times through-
out his life and had many children, but most of
them died young. Having completed his education
and spiritual development with his father, Mehmed
Bahaeddin Efendi then followed in his father’s foot-
steps as shaykh, only to die young a year subse-
quently. As BursevTs lineage came to an end, the
shaykh position in the dervish lodge he construct-
ed in Bursa was assumed by the descendants of
Mehmed HikmetI Efendi, except for those who ob-
tained the role through procuration.

Bursevi, as in his own words, “God Almighty has
obliged this servant of His with scripture,” viewed his
writing as both an inspired blessing and a responsi-
bility. In Kitab al-Natija, a text he authored shortly
before his death, he mentions that, apart from the
works he itemized separately, he composed more
than a hundred books and treatises, largely centered
on Sufism. Existing data suggests he authored about
120 works, ranging from lengthy to short. The major-
ity of his works are in Turkish, while approximately
forty are in Arabic; in some of his texts, he used both
languages together, occasionally including passag-
es in Persian verse and prose. In his Turkish writ-
ings, he particularly emphasizes that he preferred
a simple and understandable language, considering
the benefit of non-Arabic readers. Through this ap-
proach, he aimed to make Sufi concepts accessible
to a broad spectrum of Ottoman readers, rather than
only to a narrow group of Sufis.

His best-known work is the Sufi/ishdr? exegesis, titled
Rah al-Bayan fi Tafsir al-Quy’an, which originated
from the sermons he delivered over many years at
the Ulucami. While often cited among Sufi exegesis,
this work additionally demonstrates traits of both tra-
ditional and rational interpretation. It examines the
Qur’anic verses in light of linguistic analysis, variant
readings (qir@’at), reports on the occasions of reve-
lation (asbab al-nuzil), hadiths, juristic inferences,
and theological discussions. At the same time, it is
enriched with narratives, stories, anecdotes, poems,
and Sufi interpretations, and written in a sermon-
ic and didactic style. Consequently, it emerged as a
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zenginlegtirilmig, vaaz ve irgad Uslubuyla kaleme
alinmugtir. Bu yoniiyle, Osmanli son déneminde vaiz-
lerin, tekke seyhlerinin ve medrese talebelerinin en
cok miiracaat ettikleri kaynaklardan biri haline gel-
mig; defalarca basilarak genig bir dolagima kavug-
mustur. Beyzavi tefsirinin Fatiha sliresi ve Amme
clizli lizerine yazdig) ta‘lika ve gerhler, secilmis ayet
ve hadisleri bir araya getiren ve bunlarin tasavvufl
yorumlarin iceren Kitdbil'l-Mir'dt gibi eserler de
onun tefsir sahasindaki énemli ¢aligmalaridir.

Hadis alaninda, Ibn Hacer'in Nuhbetii’l-Fiker isimli
us(ll kitabina yazdii gerh ile Imam Nevevinin Kirk
Hadis’ine yaptig1 terclime ve gerh, Bursevinin hem
hadis ilmini klasik usfiliiyle bildigini, hem de bu biri-
kimi tasavvufl idrakle birlestirdigini g&stermektedir.
Bu eserlerde hadis terimlerini agiklamus, rivayetlerin
zahir? anlamlar1 yaninda kalbi, ahlaki ve tasavvufi bo-
yutlarin da ele almugtir. Fikih, akéid ve keldm saha-
larinda kaleme aldig1 Serhu Fikhi’l-Keyddni, er-Risd-
lett’l-Cami‘a I7'l-Mesdili'n-Ndfia, Kitdbu'l-Fazl ve'n-
Nevél, Serhu Su‘abi’l-imén ve Serhuw’l-Kebdir gibi
eserlerinde ise ibadet ve muamelit hiiklimlerini,
iman, glinah, insan ve kadinat tasavvuruyla birlikte,
tasavvufl bir cerceve icinde yorumlamugtir.

Tasavvuf diiglincesi ve Celvetiyye gelenegi acisin-
dan, seyhi Osman Fazll Atpazarfye dair biyografik ve
doktriner bilgileri topladigt Tamdmtii’l-Feyz, Celve-
tiyye silsilesini ve adabini anlattif Silsilendme-i Cel-
vetiyye, itikad, ilmihal ve siillik meselelerini igledigi
Kitabi’l-Hitdb, Kitdbii'n-Necdt, Tuhfe-i Hasakiyye,
Tuhfe-i Atdiyye, Tuhfe-i Ismailiyye ve KitGbii’s-
Siilik gibi eserleri, hem tarikat tarihine hem de Os-
manl tasavvuf diiglincesine 11k tutan temel kaynak-
lar arasinda yer alir. Varidatini kaydettigi cok sayi-
daki mecmua ve risdle (Variddt-1 Hakkiyye, Kenz-i
Mahfi, Kitdbi'l-Kebir, Kitdbii'n-Netice vb.), onun
hem gahs? manev? tecriibelerini hem de Ibnil-Arabl
merkezli Ekber? kavramlari nasil yorumladigini takip
etmeyi miimkiin kilar. Bu metinler, Bursevinin “kegfl
bilgi” ile “metin gerhi’ni birlegtiren dzglin islubunu
gbstermesi bakimindan da dikkat ¢ekicidir.

Ismail Hakk: Bursevi, gliclii bir nesir islubunun ya-
ninda zengin bir siir miras1 da birakmistir. Divédn-1
Ismdil Hakk: (FiitGhdt-1 Burliseviyye) ve mesnevi
tarzinda kaleme aldifi Mi‘vdciyye basta olmak {ize-
re, miistakil manzumeleri ve eserlerine serpistirdigi
binlerce beyitten olugan siirlerinde tevhid, mafifet,
ask, Hz. Peygamber sevgisi, ¢liim, fanilik ve manevi
cosku temalarim igler. Yazicizdde Mehmed'in Mu-
hammediyye’sine yazdig1 hacimli gerh Ferahu’r-Rih,
Mevlandnin Mesnevi'sinin ilk kisimlarina yaptigi Ri-
huw’l-Mesnev? ve Ferldiiddin Attar'in Pendndme’sine
yazdig1 serh gibi eserleri, onu ayni zamanda kudretli
bir metin garihi haline getirmigtir. Bu gerhlerde, kla-
sik metinleri yalmzca agiklamakla kalmamug, onlari
kendi tasavvufi dili ve tecriibeleriyle yeniden yorum-
lamigtir.

Pek cok siiri ilah1 olarak bestelenmis, tekkelerde zi-
kir meclislerinde ve cemaat i¢inde okunmus, bazila-
r1 glinlimiize kadar ulagmigtir. Bu siir ve ilahilerde
sade, icten ve cogkulu diliyle Osmanli toplumunun
farkl kesimlerine hitap edebilmis; yiiksek tasavvuf
diislincesi ile halkin dini duygular: arasinda kdprii
kurmugtur.

Eserlerinin dnemli bir béliimiiniin miiellif hatt1 yaz-
ma niishalar Tlrkiye'nin gegitli yazma eser kiitlip-
hanelerinde -zellikle Bursa Inebey, Siileymaniye,
Beyazit ve Istanbul Universitesi koleksiyonlarinda-
korunmaktadir. Bir kisim eserleri basilmisg, tahkikli
negirleri yapilmig ve akademik caligmalarla yeniden
ilim dlinyasinin glindemine taginmigtir.

Isméil Hakk: BursevPnin farkl alanlarda ortaya koy-
dugu cok yonlil ve genis telif faaliyetlerinin mahsulii
olan eserleri onu Osmanli tasavvuf, tefsir ve edebiyat
gelenegi icinde merkezl bir konuma yerlestirmekte;
hem seyh ve miifessir, hem sarih ve edip, hem de
goniillere hitap eden bir vaiz ve mutasavvif-gair ola-
rak giiniimiizde de ilim ve irfan dlinyasinda dnemini
koruyan bir isimi haline getirmektedir.
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highly sought-after resource for preachers, dervish
lodge shaykhs, and madrasa students during the late
Ottoman era; it saw many reprints and gained ex-
tensive distribution. Among his significant exegetical
contributions are the annotations and commentaries
he wrote on the SQrat al-Fatiha and ‘Amma section of
BaydawTs exegesis. Furthermore, he penned works
like Kitab al-Mir’at, which compiles selected verses
and hadiths, along with their mystical interpretations.

Through his commentary on Ibn Hajar’s al-Nuhbat al-
Fikar on ustil besides his translation and commentary
on Imam NawawTs Forty Hadiths, Bursevi demon-
strated his extensive knowledge of classical hadith
and his capacity to interweave this understanding
with Sufi principles. His works offered explanations
of hadith terms and addressed the spiritual, moral,
and Sufi dimensions of the narrations, in addition to
their literal meanings. In his works such as Sharh
Figh al-Kaydani, al-Risalat al-Jami‘a @i al-Masd’il
al-Nafi‘a, Kitab al-Fadl wa al-Nawal, Sharh Shu‘ab
al-Iman and Sharh al-Kabair, which he wrote in the
fields of figh, agidah and theology, he interpreted the
provisions of worship and transactions within a mys-
tical framework, encompassing notions of faith, sin,
human and the universe.

In terms of Sufi thought and the Celvetiyye tradi-
tion, his works such as Tamam al-Fayd, in which
he compiled biographical and doctrinal informa-
tion about his shaykh Osman Fazli Atpazari; Sil-
silanama-i Celvetiyye, in which he described the
Celvetiyye chain of spiritual transmission and its
etiquette; Kitab al-Khitab, Kitab al-Najat, Tuhfa-i
Hasakiyye, Tuhfa-i ‘Ataiyya, Tuhfa-i Isma‘liyya,
and Kitab al-Sulik, are among the fundamental
sources offering significant insight into both the
historical background of the sect and Ottoman Sufi
thought. Through the many collections and trea-
tises where he documented his revelations (Vari-
dat-1 Hakkiyya, Kanz-i Makhfi, Kitab al-Kebir,
Kitab al-Natija, etc.) one can follow his individual
spiritual journey and how he understood Akbari
concepts, which focused on Ibn ‘Arabi. These texts
are also noteworthy for demonstrating Bursevl’s
unique approach, integrating “intuitive knowledge”
and “textual commentary.”

Beyond his potent prose, Ismail Hakk: Bursevi also
bequeathed a substantial poetic legacy. In his po-
etic works—including Divan-1 Ismail Hakk: (Fu-
tuhat-1 Burasaviyya) and Mirdjiyyah in the style
of a mathnawi, as well as his independent poems
and thousands of couplets scattered throughout his
writings— he explores such themes as divine unity,
mystical knowledge, love, devotion to the Prophet,
death, transience, and spiritual ecstasy. His exten-
sive commentary Farah al-Rih on Yazicizade Me-
hmed’s Muhammadiyya, his Rih al-Mathnaw! on
the opening sections of Rumt’s Mathnawi, and his
commentary on Farid al-Din ‘Attar’s Pandndama re-
veal him to be not only a prolific poet but also a pow-
erful commentator on classical texts. In these works,
he did not merely explain the originals but reinter-
preted them through his own mystical language and
personal experience.

His poems, some still being preserved today, were
often adapted into hymns and recited in various
venues like dervish lodges, dhikr gatherings, and
congregations. The poems and hymns, expressed in
his simple, heartfelt, and passionate language, reso-
nated with various groups in Ottoman society, con-
necting sophisticated Sufi philosophy with common
religious feelings.

Many of his works, in his own hand, are kept in
numerous Turkish manuscript libraries, notably
within the collections of Bursa Inebey, Siileymani-
ye, Beyazit, and Istanbul University. A number of
his creations have been published, including critical
editions, and have regained prominence in academic
circles thanks to scholarly research.

Through his extensive and diverse writings in vari-
ous disciplines, Ismail Hakk: Bursevi secured a cen-
tral place in the Ottoman heritage of Sufism, exege-
sis, and literature. His enduring name continues to
hold significance in scientific and wisdom circles to-
day, reflecting his multifaceted identity as a shaykh,
commentator, literary figure, preacher, and Sufi poet
whose words resonate deeply with people’s emo-
tions.

R(th-i Kuds, Kur’an-i Kerim’deki ifa-
desiyle ROhwl-kudiis, daha ¢ok Hz. Is8y1 ifade etmek
icin kullanilmaktadir. Bursa, havasiyla, suyuyla, dag
ve deniziyle oldugu kadar, tarihi ve bagrinda tagidig
“bliylik mezarlar” itibariyle de R{th-i Kuds'lin maz-
hanidir. Bu tavsif, cagdagi Evliya Celebinin “ruhani-
yetli gehir” tamimlamasina uygundur. Bursa, ruha-
niyetli bir gehirdir. Nitekim ona g&re bu gehri inga
eden, tekamiilcli tarihcilerin bahsettigi gibi Bithinya
krallarindan Prusias ve Hanibal degil; Hz. Stileyman
ve veziri Asaf’tir.

Ismail Hakk: Bursevl portrays Bursa as a city where
the illumination of Rah-i Kuds, which brings lifeless
hearts back to life, becomes apparent. Rith al-Kuds, as
it is expressed in the Qur’an, is most commonly used
to refer to Isa (as). Ruh-i Kuds finds its expression in
Bursa, by means of its air, water, mountains, and sea,
as well as its historical background and the prominent
“great tombs” within its borders. This description ac-
cords with his contemporary Evliya Celebi’s character-
ization of Bursa as a “spiritually endowed city” Bursa
is indeed a city of spiritual grace. According to him, the
city was not built by the Bithynian kings Prusias and
Hannibal, as evolutionary historians claim, but rather
by Stileyman (as) and his vizier Asaf. Therefore, a city
founded by a prophet-king would, both spiritually and
materially, revitalize its inhabitants and offer “a new
life” to those who migrate there.

Appointed to the seat of spiritual guidance in Bursa
by his master Atpazarl Osman Fazli—better known
as Kutub Osman—at quite an early age, when he was
only twenty-two, Bursevi must have made the de-
scription mentioned above with the relief of having
escaped, at least to some extent, the hardships he had
endured in Rumelian cities such as Uskiip, K&priilii,
and Usturumca. Bursevi was assigned to Bursa after
the death of Sun‘ullah Efendi, Kutub Osman’s depu-
ty who had been carrying out the spiritual guidance
there. Accordingly, he gathered his belongings and
came to Bursa in May 168s5. As is well known, he
was originally from Aydos in Rumeli. He received his

education in Rumeli, stayed in Istanbul for a period,
and was later assigned back to Rumeli. Yet destiny
eventually brought him to Bursa—the city in which
he would write most of his works and become re-
nowned by the epithet Bursevi. In this respect, his life
in Bursa constituted for him “a new life.”

Bursa is the city where the Ottoman Empire was
founded. It is the city of Emir Sultan and of Uftade,
to whom he was devoted with all his heart. This is
the very land where his master, Aziz Mahmutd Hiidaj,
achieved spiritual enlightenment, transitioning from
his role as a judge to a profound spiritual leader,
and from mere intellectual knowledge to deep gno-
sis and wisdom. It was likewise a city of profound
spiritual learning, in which the teachings of Ibn al-
Arabl—whose impact was immense—were instruct-
ed, interpreted, and adhered to. Upon his arrival in
this city at the age of thirty-two, he would discover
its spiritual secret, be renewed within its environ-
ment, and contribute new works to our intellectual
tradition. Essentially, Ismail Hakkr's recognition as
Bursevi signifies his spiritual rebirth in this place.
The former, dialectical Ismail Hakk: was succeeded
by Bursevi, who enriched people with knowledge
and spiritual wisdom through his speech and writ-
ings, documenting the invaluable insights he gleaned
from the profound ocean of meaning in his authored
works. Just two months after his arrival, in July 1685,
he started delivering sermons that herald his forth-
coming exegesis at Ulucami, which ultimately led to
his renown spreading across the spiritual landscape
globally. According to records, before he actually
wrote Rah al-Bayan, his igarl (allusive, mystical)
commentary on the Quran, he first presented its
material publicly from the pulpit of Ulucami.

He participated in the Austrian Campaign, having re-
ceived an invitation from Mustafa II, potentially due

hizmet ifa etmenin yaninda, tipk: dier savaga davet
edilen veliler gibi cenge de girmig ve yaralanmigtir.
Bu sefer onun Alp-Eren vasfini ortaya ¢ikarmig, gazi
olarak gehre avdet etmistir. Bursa’da bulundugu do-
nemde birka¢ defa hac farizasim eda igin gehirden
ayrildigini gériiyoruz. Bu yolculuklardan birinde bir
milddet Misirda Kahire’de ikamet etmigtir. Kahi-
re’de, Bursa'ya geldiginde sehirden Limni'ye siirgiin
olan ve orada 1894’te vefat eden Niyazi-i Misrnin bir
miiddet ikamet ettigi Seyh{iniye Medresesi bitisigin-
deki Kadirf Dergahrnda kalmig ve Ezher ulemasiyla
miizakerelerde bulunmustur. Bilahare tekrar Bur-
sa’ya dSnmiigtiir.

Bursa'ya ilk geldigi glinlerde ve Kahire doniiglinde
nerede kaldigina dair bir bilgimiz yoktur. Bu sii-
recte muhtemelen, izini stirdiigii Uftdde’nin Derga-
hrnda veya Uftade Camii civarinda kalmig olmali-
dir. Fakat sunu biliyoruz, onun Bursa’ya ilk geldigi
dénemde, sadece Istanbulu degil, ayni zamanda
Misri ve Vanl Mehmed Efendi vesilesiyle Bursa’ya
da intikal eden Kadizade-Sivasiler tartigmalarinin
etkisi devam etmektedir. Katip Celebinin M7zd-
ni’l-Hak’ta kayda aldifl bu tartigmalarin iginde
onun cedel yolunu tercih etmedigine, dolayisiyla
tartigmalara taraf olmaktan ziyade hadiseleri ilm?
perspektifle bakarak toparlayici bir rol tistlendigine
tanik olmaktayiz. Bu meyanda “hatmiin-niibtivve”
gorigliyle, niiblivvetin Hz. Peygamberle tamam-
landig: fikrini iglemesi ¢nelidir. Boylece Misri'nin
Risdleti’l-Hasaneyn’de dile getirdigi goriigleri tas-
hih ettigini g&rmekteyiz. Dolayisiyla onun Ehl-i
Stinnet diislincesine bagl bir miirsid ve miiellif
olarak toparlayici bir kisilige sahip oldugunu ifade
etmek miimkiindlir. Ancak bu ddnemde, siirlerinde
ve bazi varidat tlirli eserlerinde Ekber? diistincenin
de tesirinde kalarak biiylik bir muhabbet duydu-
gu Ibni’l-ArabPnin izinde bir arayiga gikufini ve

Cikilan bu yolculugun adi ilim tarihimizde er-rihle
olarak ifade edilir. Rihle, daha ¢ok hadis almak i¢in
cikilan yolculugu ifade eden bir kavramdir; ama bir
alimin izinde yapilan yolculuk da bu kavram icinde
degerlendirilebilir. Nitekim bu yolculuktan murad
Arabinin mirasina bihakkin niifuz etmek icindir.
Yola c¢ikmug, arayigini tamamlayarak 1720’de geri
donmiigttir. Lakin bu doniigte Istanbul’a yerlesmek
muradindadir. Esasen o, “sehr-i azlm” olarak tavsif
ettigi Istanbul’a meftundur. $oyle diyor:

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to his prior services in Bursa. Throughout this cam-
paign, he not only offered the Sultan his counsel and
dialogues but also participated in combat, where he
sustained injuries, similar to other scholars called to
war. This journey unveiled his Alp-Eren (warrior Sufi)
qualities, and he subsequently returned to the city as a
veteran. While residing in Bursa, he frequently left the
city numerous times to perform the Hajj. During a par-
ticular journey, he took up residence in Cairo, Egypt,
for some time, staying at the Kadirl Lodge which was
situated beside the Seyhtiniye Medresesi. This medrese
was also a former residence of Niyazi-i MisrI who died
in Lemnos in 1894 after being exiled from Bursa. Bur-
sevi consulted with the academics of al-Azhar in Cairo.
He subsequently returned to Bursa.

There is no information about where he stayed during
his first days in Bursa or upon his return from Cairo.
It is highly probable that he resided in the lodge of
Uftade, whose path he was adhering, or somewhere
around Uftade Mosque. It is known that the impact of
the Kadizade-Sivasi debates, which had been spread
to both Istanbul and Bursa by Misriand Vani Mehmed
Efendi, was still felt when he first got to Bursa. As re-
corded by Katip Celebi in Mizan al-Haqq, he chose
to avoid a contentious approach in these discussions.
Choosing not to take sides, he adopted a cerebral ap-
proach and assumed the role of a mediator.

In this setting, the particular attention he paid to
the doctrine of “the finality of prophethood” (khatm
al-nubuwwa), asserting that the Prophet Muham-
mad concluded the line of prophets, is remarkable.
This shows that he revised the opinions Misr1 put
forth in Risalat al-Hasanayn. Therefore, he can be
characterized as a peace-seeking individual and a
writer associated with Sunni ideology. Yet, it is also
understood that at this time, he undertook a spiritual
journey, deeply influenced by Ibn al-Arabi, for whom
he held profound affection. This quest was shaped
by Akbarian thought, evident in his poetry and cer-
tain works within the varidat genre. He migrated to
Damascus in 1717 at the age of sixty-four. He stayed
in that location for nearly three years, then went

back having obtained the desired knowledge. In one
of his poems, he describes this process as follows:

In our scientific history, this journey is known as
al-rihla. While primarily denoting a trip to gath-
er hadith, the concept of rihla can also encompass
travels that follow a scholar’s path. The true purpose
of this expedition was to delve deeply into ArabTs
legacy. He set out, completed his quest, and returned
in 1720. Yet, after he came back, his goal was to make
Istanbul his home. He was, in essence, enthralled by
the city he famously called “sehr-i azim” (the great
city). He says:

The decision for Bursevi to settle in Uskiidar was
influenced by his ties to Istanbul and, potentially, the
encouragement of Damat Ibrahim Paga, an admirer
of his. Thanks to Ibrahim Paga’s support, he acquired
a residence in that location and, following Paga’s fur-
ther endorsement, started serving the community as
a preacher. Due to the considerable Akbarian sway,
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ne kadar Ismail Maguklyi hatra getirse de atmug
dort yaginda kamil ve temkin ehli bir sahsiyet
olmasi hasebiyle ayni kaderi yagamamugtir.

Bdylece
Bursa, tasavvuf, tefsir, gerh ve giir vadisinde ytizlerce
eser birakarak diislince diinyamuzi oldugu kadar
gonil diinyamizi da mamur eden bu “bliylik ruha”
yurt olmustur.

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his preaching on the wahdat al-wujad doctrine fre-
quently led to objections. The events of this time,
while somewhat reminiscent of Ismail Ma‘suq, did
not lead to him suffering a similar destiny, as he was
a mature and self-possessed character at the age
of sixty-four. Upon noticing a rise in objections, he
proceeded to sell his Uskiidar home, subsequently
moving back to Bursa in 1723 when he was seventy
years old.

Bursevi evidently perceived Bursa as a secure port.
Even though in a ghazal utilizing the rhyme “bana”
he expresses,

Ya Dimigkus- Sam olmus ya Burusa Halkkya
Ya ikamet ya ki hicret ikisi birdir bana

this ultimate transfer plainly illustrates his deci-
sion to make Bursa his permanent dwelling, much
like disgraced members of the palace and dynasty
in Istanbul who sought their final sanctuary there.
The funds acquired from selling his house in Uskii-
dar during this final move enabled him to build the
mosque in Bursa, which even now carries his name.
He spent the final two years of his life in seclusion,
engaged in spiritual guidance and writing. Finally,
in 1725, at the age of seventy-two, he passed away,
leaving a substantial academic heritage in Bur-
sa —the very city he had moved to at thirty-two
and where he had dedicated the most fruitful pe-
riod of his life. Bursa, therefore, became the home
of this “great soul” who enriched our intellectual
and spiritual spheres alike, bequeathing hundreds
of works in the fields of sufism, Qur’anic exegesis,
commentary, and poetry.

Beyond his sermons and written works Ismail Hakki
Bursevi also practiced Arabic calligraphy. In line with
others, educated during his time, he was given callig-
raphy instruction to ensure he could write gracefully
and accurately read different texts by understanding
various scripts in early stage of education. When he
started studying in Edirne, he also took up calligraphy
training. Evidently, his flair for writing was both recog-
nized and encouraged, considering he later undertook
calligraphy training with Hafiz Osman, an eminent
calligrapher of his time. Having thus refined his skill,

Bursevi not only penned his own works but also pro-
duced manuscript copies of other texts. Truthfully, it
remains unknown whether he created any calligraph-
ic panels or other works. However, in his books and in
the manuscripts he copied—particularly in titles and
certain sections—we can observe his effort to display
his mastery of calligraphy. In this respect, “The Line
of Guidance From the Balkans to Bursa: Ismail Hakk1
Bursevi Manuscript Exhibition” reveals his interest in
the fine arts as a poet, scholar, Sufi, exegete, commen-
tator, and thinker. The selected manuscripts demon-
strate that his diverse character was partly shaped by
calligraphy, an art form that trains both the intellect
and visual perception, enabling measured thinking
and writing,.

L THE LINE OF GUIDANCE FROM THE BALKANS TO BURSA: ISMAIL HAKKI BURSEVI MANUSCRIPT EXHIBITION

Ismail Hakki Bursevi wrote numerous works in
different fields including tafsir, hadith, fiqh, Islamic
beliefs, and language. A significant amount of these
works was preserved for a long time in the library
of his dargah in Bursa. Following the closure of the
dargah, his books were transferred to the library at
the Orhan Gazi Mosque and are currently preserved
in the Inebey Manuscript Library. Bursevi, who was
a scholar, a preacher and a spiritual guide, as well as
a calligrapher who had studied calligraphy with the
prominent Turkish calligrapher Hafiz Osman, wrote
his books in his own handwriting. The manuscripts
of his works presented in this section are unique in
this respect. In writing his works, Bursev? mostly
used a distinctive ta‘fig script of his own, though

he also wrote some of his books in naskh and riqa“
scripts. On the other hand, Bursevi appears before
us with exquisite calligraphic exercises on the pages
of his collections, in which he discusses topics
belonging to different disciplines in conjunction. In
these exercises, it can be seen that he wrote down

either a hadith, a couplet of his own, or a prayer.

One of the significant sources of Bursa’s
intellectual and cultural life is the libraries of
dargahs (Sufi lodges). These libraries were
usually established by the founder of the dargah
and were later enriched with books donated by
its regular visitors and benefactors. The library
of Ismail Hakk: BursevTs dargdh, known to

have contained nearly two hundred volumes,
included not only BursevTs own books but also
the manuscripts of the works of scholars who
inspired Bursevi, all of which were copied by
him. These manuscripts not only reflect the
sources that nourished BursevTs thought and his
intellectual interests but also, having been penned
in his own handwriting, display his skill and

refinement in calligraphy.

It is possible to state that, as a Sufi, Ismail

Hakki Bursevi was intellectually and spiritually
nourished by the works of such figures as
Muhyiddin Ibn al-Arabi, Mawlana Jalal al-Din
Rami, Sadr al-Din Konevi, Uftade, and Aziz
Mahmud Hiidayl. Among the individuals from
whom Bursevi personally received instruction,
his shaykh Atpazari Osman Fazli Efendi and the
calligrapher Hafiz Osman stand out. At the age

of nineteen, Bursevi was initiated into the path
under Osman Efendi in Istanbul, from whom he
studied figh, theology, Arabic rhetoric, and fara’id
(the law of inheritance). Following his shaykh’s
order, he engaged in preaching and spiritual
instruction in Skopje, Veles, Istanbul, and Bursa.
During his residence in Istanbul, he also practiced
calligraphy under the tutelage of the Turkish
calligrapher Hafiz Osman, who had pioneered
new styles in calligraphy. This section presents

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From an early age, Ismail Hakki Bursevi took an
interest in poetry, and his poems are scattered
throughout his various works. Amounting to
thousands of couplets, these poems were written
primarily in Turkish and in the artiz meter.

One of BursevTs admirers, Mahmud Nasih (d.
1320/1902), undertook the task of collecting
these dispersed poems more than a century
and a half after Bursev?’s death, completing this
arduous work over a period of nearly forty years.
The only known copy of this poetry collection

is the manuscript penned in Mahmad Nasih’s
own hand, which is preserved in the Inebey
Manuscript Library. The other work presented
in this section concerns the life of Ismail Hakki
Bursevl. Hiiseyin Vassaf (d. 1347/1929), who
made significant contributions to the history

of Sufism through his writings, authored an
independent work encompassing the life and
writings of Bursevi out of his deep affection for
him. The autograph manuscript of the book,
titled Kemalname-i Hakki, is also preserved in

the Inebey Manuscript Library.
